LADY BISONS OPEN 2006 SEASON 
AT DRURY

Harding Lady Bisons (0-0) vs. Drury Panthers (0-0)
Friday, Aug. 25 • Springfi eld, Mo. • 7:30 p.m.

TODAY’S GAME - Harding opens its ninth season of women’s soccer Friday when it travels to 
Springfi eld, Mo., to meet Drury University ...  it is the fi rst of two non-conference road games to 
open the season ... the Lady Bisons travel to Tahlequah, Okla., on Tuesday to meet Northeastern 
State before opening their home schedule Thursday against Texas A&M-Commerce.

THE LADY BISONS - Harding returns seven starters and eight letterwinners off last season’s team 
that fi nished the season 8-9-1 overall and 5-5-0 (5th place) in the GSC ... junior forward Kendyl 
Washburn is Harding’s leading returning scorer with 11 goals and four assists last season ... also 
back is All-GSC midfi elder Laura Bullington (4 goals, 7 assists) ... the Lady Bisons are coached by 
Dr. Greg Harris, who is in his sixth season.

THE PANTHERS - Drury University is located in Springfi eld, Mo., and is a member of the NCAA 
II Great Lakes Valley Conference ... last season the Lady Panthers compiled a 7-8-2 overall record 
and a 4-7-2 mark in conference play ... Drury has six starters and 14 letterwinners returning ... 
senior forward Roxanne Rassti is DU’s leading returning scorer with seven goals and three assists 
last season ... Lady Panther starting goalkeeper sophomore Barri Bulla (1.57 GAA, 1 ShO) returns 
... Alf Bilbao is in his fi rst season as head coach of the Lady Panthers.

THE SERIES - Drury leads the all-time series with Harding, 1-0 ... the two teams met last season 
on Aug. 26 with the Lady Panthers taking a 2-1 victory.

THE LAST MEETING - Harding took an early 1-0 on a breakaway goal by Sarah Williamson in 
the 18th minute. Less than a minute later, Drury’s Roxanne Rassti tied it on an assist from Sarah 
Goodman. The game remained tied until Goodman assisted on Rachel Rasbold’s game-winner in 
the 81st minute. In the defense dominated game, the teams combined for only 14 shots (Drury 8, 
Harding 6).

FOR OPENERS - Harding is 2-6-0 all-time in season openers ... the Lady Bisons last win in an 
opener was a 3-1 victory over St. Edward’s in 2004 ... last season’s 2-1 loss to Drury came in the 
season opener ... Harding’s other season-opening win came in 1998, 4-0 over Central Arkansas in 
program’s fi rst offi cial game ... it was also the Lady Bisons’ highest scoring total in an opener and 
its only shutout in an opener.

RECORD WATCH - Senior Laura Bullington and junior Kendyl Washburn are tied for fi fth at 
Harding with 58 career points, only one point behind fourth place Courtney Saul ... Washburn is 
fi fth with 24 career goals, one behind Saul and three back of third place Andrea Richmond (27) ... 
Bullington is fi fth in career assists (18), one behind Lyndsey Garner.
